BUSINESS AND Biodiversity Action Questionnaire
The questionnaire below will help your business to identify activities that you are already doing to improve sustainability, and where you are making a contribution to encouraging biodiversity.  It will also provide an idea of what can be done in the future.   Its purpose is to stimulate thoughts on sustainability and biodiversity, and how this could fit into your business.

This checklist will assist and encourage discussion, as a preamble to action.

Ask yourself the questions below (and tick the circle if you can answer YES)

Do you – 

Policies and practices

· Have an environmental / sustainable development policy statement?

· Include environmental issues regularly in our schedule of Health and Safety meetings?

· Have an environmental reporting system in place?

· Have a green purchasing policy and inform your suppliers of the implications?

· Have a waste management scheme that involves reduction / recycling / reuse of wastes?

· Aim to achieve an environmental accreditation through an existing scheme or standards?

· Have a transport scheme that encourages the use of alternative modes of transport to the private car?

Staffing

· Run staff awareness raising exercises (on work policies and practices) to do with the environment?

· Run a team-building programme?

· Organise staff events to promote the management of any green spaces on or adjacent to the business site?

· Know which staff members have a keen interest in wildlife / bird-watching / nature conservation?

Sites / Land

· Encourage the use of hedges on the business site instead / in addition to metal fencing?

· Have a ‘wildlife area’ or ‘nature reserve’ on your business grounds?

· Have bird boxes on site?

· Seek to prioritise the landscaping and maintenance works on company sites for environmental / biodiversity objectives?

· Know what wildlife already exists on the business site at present?

· Monitor and biologically record the wildlife on site?

· Compost and recycle on site, the clippings and cuttings from grounds maintenance operations?

· Participate in local community projects e.g. environmental projects for school pupils?
