
Tool 3 - SAmple Biodiversity Management Planner
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Plant trees and shrubs when frost free, plant up gaps in hedges, prune back hedge species after planting.  Thin out overcrowded woodland.








Water new trees in dry weather.  Keep trees and shrubs grass and weed free (try mulching around the base).





Collect wild flower seed from meadow, dry and keep, or give to local conservation groups or schools.





Cut meadow when flowers have finished.  Remove cuttings and dig out invasive thistles and docks.








Walls





Ground can be prepared for springtime sowing of meadow.





Clean out fallen leaves.  Remove excess pond plants, contact local groups if you have any spare.





Foundation meadow.








Keep a small patch ice free.





Don’t panic if you have a lot of frogspawn – it won’t all survive.





Pre-survey site before any construction work. Design biodiversity within developments.





Record the first viewings of wildlife e.g. chicks, frogspawn.
